	Concerning the detector technologies, I have a good under standing of their functioning from both theoretical and practical points of view. In particular I attended several laboratory courses about detectors electronics. I also realized a Cosmic Ray Station for the first measure in Naples of the Cosmic Ray flux and the atmospheric effects. Nowadays the Cosmic Ray Station is used for teaching purposes. For the station I used the embedded electronics of standard NIM, VME and CAMAC and I developed the monitors using the National Instruments LabVIEW™ package. After work I collected all the data and related information in a dedicated web site,  http://people.na.infn.it/~toglia/sitocosmici/, that has been useful as a reference for several students and laboratory purposes. Moreover this activity produced some papers and a poster [1], [2], [3]. In the meanwhile, as IEEE Student Member I took part in some activities in the organization of the 2006 IEEE NSS-MIC in San Diego.

At CERN I attended to Summer Student Programme, in 2005, working on the Cosmic Ray Station for the Certification of RPC and MDT for the ATLAS Muon Spectrometer before its installation and under the supervision of Dr. Stephanie Zimmermann. I took part in electrical and mechanical tests, data acquisition, data analysis and software developing.

Then, during my work for the Degree Thesis, I spent other periods at CERN, supported by INFN, and took part in the Commissioning of the ATLAS Muon Spectrometer after the installation. I took part in electrical tests, data acquisition and, particularly, I gave my contribution in developing and debugging the RPC Detector Control System in PVSS environment. Then I developed some software programs for offline monitoring (with particular attention to noise estimation) and data analysis, using C++ and CERN ROOT. A special interest I  dedicated to Cosmic Rays detection, reconstruction  and analysis to check the good and uniform performances of Muon Spectrometer.
During my Fellowship at Università degli Studi dell’Insubria, in Como, I studied, characterized and used for the first time Silicon Photomultipliers (SiPMs), single photon sensitive devices built from an avalanche photodiode (APD) array on common Si substrate (Hamamatsu and SenseL). A very interesting goal of my work has been the developing of user friendly Graphical User Interfaces for a Time to Digital Converter (TDC) and a Constant Fraction Discriminator (CFD), produced by CAEN in Viareggio and used in the laboratory for the study and the characterization of SiPM; moreover I implemented the Graphical User Interface of the CAEN SiPM Development Kit, a powerful and very rich start-up kit for understanding the applications of SiPM. I worked at the Data Acquisition System and the Graphical User Interface of MIMOTERA, a powerful monolithic pixel sensor with good granularity and very high speed, used for the Quantum Imaging, moreover for accelerators’ beam profilometry. This activity produced some papers [6]. I developed all the Graphical User Interfaces using National Instruments LabVIEW™ package (versions 8.2.1 and 8.6).
